Lord of the Flies

“Devolution” of Society
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In Lord of the Flies there are a number of subtle and not-so-subtle changes in the “society” of the island.  Create a conceptual timeline or graphic illustration that traces the “devolution” of the boys’ society from civilized to uncivilized (or from order to chaos) through the first part of the novel.  

· Begin by writing a short paragraph that explains what initially makes the boys “civilized”, or what identifies a “civilized” society—without this, the boys could not “devolve.”  Include quotations to support your explanation.

· Your graphic should include between ten and fifteen specific examples (quotations or cited paraphrasing); at least one should be from each chapter.  Each example should have 2-3 sentences to explain the change and its significance.  Consider a particular motif or theme to follow:

· What significant events happen, and how does each event show the society is changing?
· What changes take place in each of the two leaders, and how do these changes affect the society?
· Look for any other changes you can identify, including food, clothing, politics and manners.

· At the end of your timeline or graph, write another paragraph explaining what two decisions (or two events) you feel could have been handled differently and would have altered the outcome of things on the island. Explain why these two occurrences are pivotal for the boys’ society.  Use quotations.
How you choose to lay this out and diagram it is up to you, but be sure that you include as many events and examples as you can find.  Also, be sure that it has a logical and understandable visual presentation.

You may work alone or with one to two other people.  If you work with another person, you must turn in a sheet, signed by both people, which outlines what each person contributed to the project.  Be creative!  Use color!
