Dear Students and Parents:

Welcome to European Studies!  We are excited to start the new school year with you as we begin our exploration of Europe and its history and literature. We will be reading and analyzing a wide variety of texts and other materials.  The following list is a sampling of readings that we may encounter this semester.  Other readings may be added as we go along.

Expectations

Attendance Policy:  The district policy will be followed. Regular attendance is extremely important because in-class writing, lecture, discussion, and collaborative work are essential aspects of the course.  It is the student’s responsibility to identify and make-up missed notes and assignments and to meet posted due dates for major projects and tests.  As a general rule, students have one day for each absence to make up their work. This is not true of major culminating grades—projects, papers, etc., which are due at the assigned time, regardless of whether the student is at school or not. Furthermore, students who miss a class when work is due but are at school for any other part of the day must contact one of the teachers about the given deadline. Students must take responsibility and make arrangements to make up any missed work, quizzes or tests by the deadlines agreed upon with the teachers. 
Pre-arranged Absences:  A student with a pre-arranged absence must request assignments in advance and keep current with all aspects of the class.  Students may be asked to submit long-term assignments before their absence commences. 

Tardy Policy: Students are expected to be on time for class. Students will be given 3 free tardies per semester.  After the initial three, tardies must be made up after school or they will result in a lowered participation grade.  No more than two tardies may be made up on any one day.  Tardy make-ups are strictly subject to teacher availability.
Late Work Policy:  As a general rule, no late work is accepted.

Homework:  There will typically be 45-60 minutes of homework each night for this class.  All homework must be saved in the student’s notebook.  It is collected regularly in the form of homework packets, so be prepared!
Participation:  The presence, curiosity, integrity, and cooperation of all students are important to the success of everyone in the class.  As such, students will be rewarded for their on-task behavior and active participation in classroom activities.  Some class activities earning participation grades cannot be made up by absent students, as completion of the activities depends on presence in the classroom on that particular day.
Respect:  Students will treat one another with respect and should expect to be treated respectfully.  If issues arise that affect a student's work, that student should inform the teacher as soon as possible. 
Electronic Devices:: You may NOT use cell phones, iPods/music players, or pretty much anything else with an on/off switch (aside from computers and calculators, when necessary) in class.  They should be turned off and put away.  If you use any such devices during class, we will confiscate them and hold them for the remainder of the day. In the case of repeated instances, we will confiscate them and turn them into the office and you will receive a detention and your parents will be called. In the case of continued problems, we will refer you to the administration. There may be a few times in class during silent work where students may listen to portable music players, but those will be at the teachers discretion.

Printing Policy: While in the library or lab students have access to a variety of resources at Skyline. However, in order to manage our supplies, increase student accountability, and protect the environment, according to school policy, students may only print 40 pages worth of material per month. Once they have hit their limit their printing capabilities will be shut off until next month. If that occurs, students should print page at home, at a private resource center or at the King County Public Library, etc.
Academic Honesty: Honesty in all work is expected at all times.  Plagiarism or any other form of cheating (see below) is a serious offense and will result in a 0 for the assignment.  Subsequent offenses will continue to follow school procedure outlines on page 11 of your student handbook.
· Plagiarizing or submitting any part of another person’s work as representing ones’ own scholarship

· Distribution/sharing of class assignments or test information in either written or verbal form to another student without teacher permission 

· Unauthorized Collaboration – working with others without the specific permission of the instructor on assignments that will be submitted for an individual’s grade.   This applies to in-class or take-home assignments/homework, projects, tests, or labs.

· Collusion – supporting the lack of integrity/honesty by another student, as in allowing one’s work to be copied or submitted for assessment by another.  Collusion also includes the use or sharing of identical or highly similar passages of one’s own work, or the work of another, unless specifically authorized by the teacher.  

Technology Malpractice – any misuse or abuse of private or public technology in relation to grades or in acquiring an academic advantage, including infractions of the school technology user agreement, language translation websites, cell phone messaging or picture transmission
