Good note-taking techniques
- heading at the top of paper; date also good
- organize: by page number, heading, year, etc.
- colors: highlight to review when done; change color based on topic
- use of headings from book
- indentation
- drawing/diagrams; arrows
- common abbreviations
- common sense when writing stuff down (i.e. I will generally not ask you specific years or nickel and dime you on tribes, etc.-->this will get 
   easier was you get to know me)
- margin notes and questions
Note-taking issues
- complete sentences
- rewriting section
- lots of words on the page (makes harder to find later)
- just bullets with no other info-->essentially just a big list-->makes it harder to find later
- details irrelevant to historical thought-->much like above this will get easier as we go along
- messy-->hard to read later
- no heading, date, page numbers, etc.
- lack of pre reading (first glance over what the chapter is about)
Lots of you had the style part down but wrote simply too much. Work on abbreviating and making it easier to find later. The best way to start doing this is to either 1.) draw/make arrows, etc. or 2.) write and then go back and star, underline or highlight (this reinforces the material as well). Remember, while you do not have to have the material memorized for an open-notes reading quiz you should be familiar with it.
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
