Long Answer Questions: Answer the following questions in paragraph form on a separate sheet of paper. Be as specific and in depth as possible. Be sure to answer the entire question and all of its parts. Use your lecture notes, reading notes, video notes, textbook, worksheets, project, project notes, etc. to find the answers.

1. What were some of the problems with the church prior to the Reformation? What type of power did the Pope have? How did he wield it? What were the Investiture conflict and the Great Schism? What made up the long list of problems with the church prior to the Reformation?

2. Who was Martin Luther? Where was he born and educated? Why did he become a monk? What happened to him when he became one? What problems did he see with the church? What and when did he nail something to the door of a Wittenberg church? What changes did he want to make in the church? How was he protected? What happened to him?

3. Who and what were the other reforms and reformers that occurred during the Reformation? Consider reforms in: Switzerland, the Holy Roman Empire, Scotland, England, Bohemia, and Lithuania. How did they differ from Luther’s reforms? What are the differences between Lutheranism, Calvinism, Catholicism and Anglicism? 
4. How did the Catholic Church respond to the Reformation? What was the Council of Trent? What did it accomplish? The Inquisition? The Jesuits? On the whole, did the Reformation strengthen or weaken the Papacy of most countries? Did it strengthen or weaken the monarchy?

5. How was England affected after the Hundred Years War? How did this conflict end? Who took control of the monarchy? What did his son, Henry VIII, think of the church at the start of his reign? At the end of it? Why did this change? Be specific. What happened as a result of the Reformation in England?
6. How did Elizabeth I come to power in England? What were the first few years of her reign like? How did she solve these political and religious problems? What was the Spanish Armada and how was that resolved? What happened at the end of her reign? Why is it often called the first English golden age?
