Macbeth imagery and analysis project

Directions: You and your group will create a representative symbol for your image, or both that you have been tracing throughout the play. Your project may one of several creative choices below, but should be a representation of your image (in other words, don’t simply paint me a picture of your image). You should consider what your image stands for within the play, how it was used, and what significance it had to the play. Your final product will also have to include a couple representative/key quotes about your image in the play. You will be graded on your final product (40 culminating points) as well as your work within your group and your image tracing during Macbeth (20 participation points). This is a very open ended assignment, so be creative and take some risks—if you complete the assignment and put effort into it, you will be fine grade-wise. It is due Monday 12/5. 
This symbol can be one of the following:

· a painting
· hand-drawn or painted
· larger than an 8 ½ x 11 sheet of paper

· artistic quality DOES matter
· a collage 

· hand-pasted together, not cut-and-paste from computer
· variety of quotes, images, symbols

· larger than 8 ½ x 11 sheet of paper
· a scrapbook

· minimum 8 pages

· each page should have a dedicated theme

· focus on visuals
· a slideshow

· minimum 10 slides—not on PowerPoint 
· each slide should have a dedicated theme

· focus on visuals

· a soundtrack

· minimum 10 songs on a CD 
· decorated CD cover on the case 

· include a print-out of all lyrics to all songs.

The symbol should incorporate quotes from the play.  It should show all the facets of the character/image that we see revealed throughout the play.  You will also write an explanation of how your symbol is symbolic of the image. This should be a detailed explanation between 2-3 paragraphs long.
