2. Where were the centers of learning in the Early Middle Ages? Who was the Venerable Bede and why is he important? What are a few Early Middle Age stereotypes he is a good example of?

3. Who stopped the Moorish tear through southern France? Why did he have to win the Battle of Tours? How did he do this, and in doing so, what changes to European warfare/military code did he make?

4.  What happened on Christmas day 800 in Rome? What empire did this event give birth to?

5.  Name two things Charlemagne did to improve to the overall quality of life.

6. What is the “bloody verdict of Verdun?” What does it say about Charlemagne’s ideas and values? Ultimately is Charlemagne successful in the spread of his ideas and values?

7. What was odd about Charlemagne’s passion for learning? What was normal about his “passion for women?”
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
