Integrated European Studies Unit #1

Europe to the Middle Ages (476-1453)
Unit Description: This unit will consist of three main parts.

1. Europe before the Middle Ages: In the brief beginning of the unit we will look at how Europe began to form by studying the Ancient Greeks and Romans. We will consider what foundations they laid for the world of today and how they effected the people and culture that would grow up to be modern Europe. Studying history, politics, and culture we will try to analyze the ancient world and its impact on the coming of the Middle Ages, in particular the spread of ideas and rise of new religions. Keeping Christianity in mind, we will end this segment of the unit by trying to understand how Rome felt and melted into Medieval Europe.  
2. Medieval Europe: In the main history crux of this unit, we will look at Europe during the Middle Ages. One of the first things we will look at is the spread of Christianity and its influence on the various kingdoms and beginning of the European states. We will consider questions such as: Why did the Christian religion prevail over others? What tactics and methods were used to spread it? What effect did it have on the beginnings of the makings of modern Europe? Next we will focus on medieval life as well as the main religious and political event of the Middle Ages: The Crusades. While looking at medieval life we will study the hierarchical system of serfdom that instilled itself in Europe. Finally we will examine the end of Medieval Europe. We will begin by looking at the rise of cities and the resulting plague. Our main focus will be to answer the questions: Why did the rise of cities occur? How did the resulting guilds, societies, and universities affect the economics and culture of the later middle ages? Next we will move to England and study the basis of the Parliamentary system and the earliest document on civil liberties, the Magna Carta. To end the unit, we will continue with the English, following them through the 100 years war and onto the resulting first balance of power in European politics and the end of the Middle Ages.
3. Medieval Literature: While studying the history accompanying it, we will also look at parts of two pieces of Medieval literature: The Inferno, and possibly various medieval love poems. We will study common themes and elements of literature in an effort to understand and analyze the thoughts, actions, and ideas that were common at the time. We will form links to the modern era and try to discern commonalities between generations of humanity and the common threads and themes that have woven themselves within it. Furthermore, we will also improve and hone our communication skills with a variety of activities related to the text involving both analytical reading and writing.
