Before providing the information/answering the questions for your source, include the full MLA citation for each source.

11. Who is the author?  Author’s qualifications?  Author’s purpose?  Intended audience?

2. Bias?  (What kind, where, degree)  What limitations does this bias present for this source?  What conclusions can you draw about this bias?  Most sources contain some bias. Bias does not make a source unusable, but it is important to recognize and ANALYZE bias. 

3. Credibility of information?  Explain why you know this source is credible.

4. Lastly, explain why you chose this source over other provided sources.
